e Displays outstanding subject matter knowledge and competency and exhibits qualities that

are a credit to the Texas A&M University System, Texas A&M Forest Service, and the
public.
Any employee is eligible when meeting these criteria:

e A full-time employee during the entire fiscal year preceding the presentation.
e Did not receive the award in the previous year.
e Isnot an Associate Director or Department Head.

Deadline for nominations is August 31st of every year.
